Attach a
statement to Form IT-2663 showing the name, address, and share
of the gain from the sale or transfer for each transferor/seller. If the
gain is being reported as an installment sale, enter the amount of
gain that you (and your spouse) will be reporting on your 2004
federal income tax return. If only a portion of the property qualifies
as your principal residence, enter the portion of gain allocated to
the portion of the property that did not qualify as your principal
residence and will be reported on your federal income tax return for
2004.
